Second Reading

1 Corinthians 10:1-13

Paul uses images from Hebrew scripture and prophecy to speak the truth of Jesus Christ: He is

our rock, our water, our food, and our drink

I do not want you to be unaware, broth-
ers and sisters, that our ancestors were
all under the cloud, and all passed
through the sea, and all were bap-
tized into Moses in the cloud and in
the sea, *and all ate the same spiritual
food, *and all drank the same spiritual
drink. For they drank from the spiritual
rock that followed them, and the rock
was Christ. *Nevertheless, God was not
pleased with most of them, and they
were struck down in the wilderness.
*Now these things occurred as exam-
ples for us, so that we might not desire
evil as they did. Do net become idola-
ters as some of them did; as it is written,
“The people sat down to eat and drink,
and they rose up to play.” *We must not
indulge in sexual immorality as some of

them did, and twenty-three thousand
fell in a single day. *We must not put
Christ to the test, as some of them did,
and were destroyed by serpents. And
do not complain as some of them did,
and were destroyed by the destroyer.
"These things happened to them to
serve as an example, and they were writ-
ten down to instruct us, on whom the
ends of the ages have come. *So if you
think you are standing, watch out that
you do net fall. *No testing has over-
taken you that is not common to every-
one. God is faithful, and he will not let
you be tested beyond your strength, but
with the testing he will also provide the
way out so that you may be able to en-
dure it.

Luke 13:1-9

Asked about current tragic events, Jesus turns a lesson about whether suffering is deserved
into a hard call to obedience. He then tells a parable that holds out hope that the timeline for

ultimate judgment unll be tempered by patience.

At that very time there were some pres-
ent who told him about the Galileans
whose blood Pilate had mingled with
their sacrifices. 2[Jesus] asked them,
“Do you think that because these
Galileans suffered in this way they were
worse sinners than all other Galileans?
’No, I tell you; but unless you repent,
you will all perish as they did. *Or those
eighteen who were killed when the
tower of Siloam fell on them—do you
think that they were worse offenders
than all the others living in Jerusalem?
’No, I tell you; but unless you repent,

you will all perish just as they did.”
*Then he told this parable: “A man
had a fig tree planted in his vineyard;

and he came looking for fr'ui_t on it
and found none. ‘So he said to the

gardener, ‘See here! For three years I
have come looking for fruit on this fig
tree, and still I find none. Cut it down!
Why should it be wasting the soil?’ *He
replied, ‘Sir, let it alone for one more
year, until I dig around it and put ma-
nure on it. °If it bears fruit next year,
well and good; but if not, you can cut it
down.” - |

We pray for those in need, called to
receive your compassion (especially).
Comfort those whose lives have been
disrupted through natural disasters
and human conflict (especially). Aid
communities in coming together to
mourn, heal, and rebuild. God, in your
Mercy,

receive our prayer.

We pray for this assembly, called to wel-
come its neighbors to the table of your
grace. Bless food pantries, community
gardens and kitchens, clean water proj-
ects, and all ministries that address
human hunger and thirst. God, in your
mMercy,

receive our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

We give thanks for the faithful lives of
those who proclaimed your gospel in
times of challenge and strife, and for
all those whose lives of love and ser-
vice have ended (especially). May their
witness inspire our own. God, in your
IMErcy,

receive our prayer.

Receive the prayers of your people and
draw all things together in your love, in
the name of Jesus, who leads us from
death to life.
